The most represented category in Prague 7
is clearly generation Y. At the same time,
this is the largest share of all age groups in
any part of the city. Prague 3 ranks closely
behind with a share of 31.1 %. In addition to
the already mentioned, Generation Y makes
up more than 30 % of the population only in
Prague 2 and Zlicin.

23.7 %

In no part of the city does generation Z
contribute as significantly to the share of the
population as in Kunratice. At the same time,
this is the largest age group in this municipal
part.
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Believe it or not, PFedni Kopanina did not
complete a single apartment unit during 2021.
Nedvézi and Béchovice show at least 1
finished apartment, but the priorities here
were probably different. Moreover, there was
not a single empty block of flats!

In 2021, this hard-to-believe number of empty
detached houses is found in Prague 6. By the
way, any other municipal part has more than
2,000. For comparison, there are 7,530
inhabited detached houses.

847

The most completed apartment units were
registered in Prague 5 in 2021. For the
record, this municipal part ranked third in the
largest absolute number of empty detached
houses (4,373) and blocks of flats (7,268).

9,534

The most empty blocks of flats are located in
Prague 10, which accounts for approximately
15 % of all blocks of flats in this municipal
part. In addition, there are also more than
1,000 empty detached houses. Only Prague 4,
Prague 5 and Prague 6 also exceed this limit.
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Brezinéves shows the highest share of the
generation a in the total population and, together
with Dolni Mécholupy and Prague 22, belongs to
the three Prague municipal parts with a lower
average age than 37 vyears. Likewise the
youngest generation, in no part of the city is
generation X represented in such a proportion.

Prague 11 records the largest share of the war
generation in the total population. On the other
hand, generation Z accounts for approximately
12.3% of the local population, which is the least of
all municipal parts.

22.3 %

The highest share of the baby boomers (so-called
Husdk's children in Czechia) was recorded in
Kreslice. The baby boom generation, named after
the president and long-time communist leader
Gustav Husak, was influenced by the state's pro-
population policy in the 1970s.
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In 2021, Dolni Chabry saw relatively massive
construction considering the existing number of
blocks of flats. As the only municipal part, which
does not exceed 1,000 in the sum of inhabited and
empty blocks of flats, it completed more than 100
apartment units.

31.6 %

The undesired first place in the largest share of
empty both detached houses and blocks of flats is
held by Prague 1. While in the case of detached
houses, their absolute number is relatively small
(206 out of 312), the number of empty blocks of
flats exceeds 5,500.

39.8 %

Both Kreslice and PFedni Kopanina possess zero
empty block of flats. However, there are also only
10.2 % empty detached houses, which is the lowest
share among all the municipal parts.
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The highest population density per
hectare was recorded in Prague 2 in 2021.
The calculation includes renters and
permanently registered residents. More than
100 inhabitants per hectare were recorded in
the same year only in Prague 3.

131,863
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The largest number of permanent
residents lives in Prague 4. The 100,000
milestone is also exceeded by Prague 10,
Prague 6 and Prague 8. However, none of the
municipal parts with a population of more
than 100,000 are among the five most densely
populated.

According to the results of the 2021 Census,

the highest share of university-educated
residents was recorded in Troja. On the other
side of the spectrum, Nedvézi has barely
21% share of people with tertiary education.

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Prague 9 is already among the most densely
populated municipal parts, however, the population
forecast in 2050 predicts the highest absolute
population increase.

-6,230 (-8.11 %)

Prague 11 ranks among the municipal parts with a
higher density, but the outlook for the year 2050
indicates the greatest absolute and percentage
decrease in population.
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The lowest population density in 2021 was in
Kralovice. Together with Nedvézi, it is the only
municipal part with an average of less than 1
inhabitant per hectare. The calculation includes
permanently registered residents and renters.

+86.78 %
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In Prague, there are 23 out of 57 municipal
parts in which the secondary education
(maturita examination) category prevails over
tertiary education. Of these, only Prague 17
shows a share of unemployed higher than the
Prague average by more than 1 %. It also
means the largest share of unemployed
persons among all Prague municipal parts.
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According to the demographic forecast, by 2050 the
largest percentage increase in population will
take place in Kolovraty.

13.89 %

The largest share of the population with primary
education as the maximum achieved is located in
Satalice. At the opposite pole of this statistic is
Zlicin with approximately half the value.

30.75 %

Kralovice is the only Prague district with secondary
education level as the most represented category.
Secondary (Maturita exam) follows with 28.88 %
and tertiary with 27.33 %.

1.5 %

Four municipal parts, forming two clusters in the
south and northwest of Prague, show share of
unemployed below 2 %. The first place is held by
Kreslice, where the share of university-educated
people even exceeds the sum of the shares of both
secondary levels. Furthermore, the first three
municipal parts with the lowest unemployment also
possess the highest representation of tertiary
education among their residents.
